Development).

Mayor Johnnie LaPrade called the meeting to order at 9 am.
All members of the Council were present.

Council discussed allowing or not allowing moving buildings and/or containers into the City of East Tawakoni.  After discussions the following were decided to put up for approval before the City Council in the February meeting.

1)  Provide proof of permit to move any home and/or building into


      the City Limits.


2)  Update ordinance to state the City is allowed 10 working days to


      issue Permit for building permits.

3)  Buildings, containers, and modular homes must meet all City

      requirements as set in Ordinances.


4)  Anything moved in must have permits and be inspected by City


      inspectors.


5)  If home is not completed within the 6 month time restriction, you


      must show you have made significant progress and show that 


      there were unforeseen circumstances that would warrant an


      extension.  The decision would be made by the City Council to extend
      the permit only if there is proof that you have done your best to meet 

      the deadline.

6)  If Construction is not completed within the 6 month timeframe set out 

      by the City set a fine of $500 per day will be enforced  if the home is 


      not completed and they have not applied and received an extension

      from the City Council.

City Secretary will type all the information discussed for the Council Members to review before the City Council meeting.  

Discussion on water rates increase.  Valerie Cleveland our City Auditor suggested a 4% to 7% increase.  Council members agreed that a $0.25 increase which will constitute an approximate 5.5% increase.

Council discussed checking with other garbage vendors on pricing to make sure that we are getting the best rates for our services.  The City contract with Republic Services is in effect until May 2018.  The City Secretary will contact other garbage service companies and see what that can offer on cost of services.  In regards to cleanups, see if there is an option to have the cleanup to run all day on Saturdays to make more accessible to residents.

Council Members went to the Storm Shelter for a walk through of completed building.
