The City Council of the East Tawakoni reserves the right to adjourn into Executive Session at any time to discuss any of the matters listed below, as authorized by Texas Government Code Sections 551.071 (Consultation with Attorney), 551.072 (Deliberations Regarding Real Property), 551.073 (Deliberations Regarding Prospective Gifts), 551.074(Personnel Matters), 551.076 (Deliberations Regarding Security Devices) and 551.087 (Economic Development). 
MINUTES
Mayor Johnnie LaPrade called the meeting to order at 7pm.

The City Secretary called the roll.  All council members were present.

Mayor LaPrade led the pledges.

Councilman Gary Reeves led the innovation.

Old Business:

The consent items were considered to be self-explanatory and enacted with one motion.  Pam Patterson made the motion to approve the minutes and bills as they were presented to the council.  Chris Roberts seconded the motion.  All approved.  Motion carried.

New Business:

Mayor Johnnie LaPrade administered the Oath of Office to Vicky Marshall for the EDC board.  

The council reviewed the Contract with the Rains County Appraisal District for Assessment and Collection Services effective January 1, 2017 to December 31, 2017.  David Rose made the motion to accept the contract.  Pam Patterson seconded the motion.  All were in favor with the exception of Gary Reeves who abstained.  Motion carried.

The council reviewed and discussed a Resolution authorizing Mayor Johnnie LaPrade to file a Grant application with ETCOG for funding of the Regional Solid Waste Grant Program for our annual City Cleanup. Pam Patterson made the motion to approve the Resolution.  Chris Roberts seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
Council discussed a plan of action to rehab the 75,000 gallon water tower per TCEQ requirements in the case the City does not receive the grant applied for by the summer of 2018.  The contingency plan decided by the Council would be to pay for the rehab using monies from the City’s Capital Improvements account and raise water rates to assist in the rehab.  Rehab should begin by the Summer of 2019 if the City fails to get the Grant.  Pam Patterson made the motion to approve this plan of action.  Gary Reeves seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
Ben Hart gave the water report.

Chief Rick South gave the police report.

Terri Rose gave the fire report.

Chuck McDermott gave the EDC report stating they had met with the Tourism Board to discuss best use of land on SH 276 and brainstorming which type of business would best.

Planning and Zoning no representative at the meeting.

Spirit of East Tawakoni had no representative at the meeting.  Mayor LaPrade did announce they were having a Truck or Treat with games and hotdogs, etc.  She stated if you wanted to bring your golf cart or car to pass out candy it would be at the police department on October 31st from 5pm to 8pm or if you would like to donate candy or cakes for the cake walk would be appreciated by the Spirit.
Ed Davis from Rabb Estates signed up to speak in Open Forum.  He stated that there is a home on Elm St that has been vacant for years. He stated that there is someone has been over there and is dumping all kinds of trash at the curb, i.e. mattresses, trash, etc.  He says that they think it is a race track over there and is worried this is going to become a problem.  Mayor LaPrade told him that the Police department was aware of the situation and was monitoring it.
Mayor LaPrade announced that at the Rains County Chamber of Commerce Annual Meeting their theme was Hometown Heroes.  Mayor LaPrade nominated retired Volunteer Fire Chief Joe Bill Jones to receive the reward for his service to the City.  The Volunteer Fire Department was nominated as the business for Hometown Hero.  

It was also announced that the City would not be having their annual Thanksgiving luncheon this year due to lack of participation.  She said that the City departments would work regular hours on Wednesday prior to Thanksgiving but the office would be closed on Thursday November 23rd and Friday November 24th.  The City Council meeting for November will be cancelled due to there not being a quorum and the City Secretary off for vacation.  

December 9th will be the Christmas parade and everyone will line up behind City hall to participate.
