06.     The addendum to Chapter 70.Zoning.Article 4.Division4. Sect 70-316 
          regarding accessory building/storage buildings/carports was tabled from

          the October meeting.  James Lee made the motion to keep it tabled until

          the December meeting.  Pam Patterson seconded. A vote was taken. 
         All were in favor. Motion carried.

07.    The addendum to Chapter 70. Zoning. Art. 4. Division 

         4. Sect 70-317 regarding swimming pools was tabled from the October 

          meeting.  James Lee made the motion to keep it tabled until the December 

          meeting.  Pam Patterson seconded.  A vote was taken. All were

          in favor. Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS:
08.       Mike Donnan of Hayter Engineering presented two options for new grants
           for the City.  #1.  Put new water lines in Whispering Oaks, Little

           Oaks and English and Pearson Crossing. The grant would be for $275,000
          with the City's part being $13,750.00.  The lines would be put in front of the

           properties instead of the back, and new water meters would be put in. 

          Grant money would only cover those from low to moderate income.  All 

          others would have to be covered another way.  There are probably 20 t0 30

          homes not eligible, going under the survey that was done before the last 

          grant.  Weekenders would also not be eligible.  This would probably be for

          2016 or 2017.  TDA and ETCOG review the grants and decide how the City

           will rank.  This was an informational time, and he will return at the Dec
          meeting, and would like for us to be ready to make a decision on the grant,

          and then pass a resolution in the January meeting. Two advantages for the

          grant would be #1. Additional valves when there's a leak and #2. Allow

          opportunities for more fire hydrants.

         #2 Option would be a Planning Grant for the City.  The last one was done in

          the year 2000, so it's pretty obsolete now. Basically an inventory of needs
          would be identified by priority and cost, and planned out, then put on the 

          shelf, to be taken from the shelf when the grant money was available. The

          City's part would depend on the areas identified and how many. 

09.     There was discussion on interlocal agreements with TML on the employee

          health insurance. The Mayor informed the council they would be going up

          from the $405.94 to $418.12 per employee.  James Lee made the 

          motion to approve.  Pam Patterson seconded. A vote was taken. All were

          in favor. Motion carried.
10.    There was discussion on an addendum to Ordinance Chapter 66. Utilities
         Article 1.  In General.  Section 66-1. Application for Service., that would
          not allow living quarters at homes with no utilities connected, because of

         failure to provide needed documentation on application for service.
