Gary Reeves led the invocation.

Discussion on whether to allow or disallow the use of ATV / UTV’s in the city limits of East Tawakoni.  Chief Steven Prock stated that our current ordinance allows for golf carts in the City and he thinks we should allow UTV’s.  Chief Prock read an example of a draft for the Council.  The cost of a permit would need to be addressed to cover the City’s expenses.  Chris Roberts stated he feels that there should be permits for both golf carts and UTV’s.  Pam Patterson stated there would have to be a separate ordinance for golf carts and UTV’s and that UTV’s should need to follow the same laws as golf carts.  Chris Roberts finds it troubling to have permits for both golf carts and UTV’s.  Gary Reeves stated for a new ordinance Chief Prock should get with our Code Enforcement officer and go through our current golf cart ordinance and get all regulations correct for UTV’s.

NEW BUSINESS:
Mark Wilkinson, Water/Sewer Superintendent, stated that the Water/Sewer department keeps receiving after hour calls for City non-emergencies to turn off water to customer homes that do not have their own customer shut off valves as required in the City’s customer service agreement and Water/Sewer Policy.  This requires the City to pay overtime hours to the employees on call for the non-emergency calls.  
Motion made to add a $25.00 fee to customers calling the City for non-emergency after hours calls.

Chief Steven Prock addressed the council in respect for Court security and office security at city hall.  Chief Prock has received one quote to install radios at city hall and in water/sewer trucks that would be compatible with the radios the police department that owns to save cost.  The radios would allow office staff to reach the police department and/or water/sewer employees in case of emergencies if needed.  The radio installs could be divided between court, administrative, and police department budgets.  The court records need to be in a secured area as well as not allowing customers to enter into the city hall common area for security reasons.  City hall needs to have a window installed for customers to pay tickets and submit paperwork.  The court clerk office would need to be moved into the city secretary office and renovations to keep the city secretary office secured as well.  
Motion made to get competing bids to get the renovations and radios installed and move forward.

She stated that she was a compliance officer for 40 years and the rules and regulations are very time consuming to enforce and an administrative nightmare.  She does not feel the City should make any changes.

Gary Reeves stated that he would like to make sure the Fire Chief, Kevin Willbanks, attends the January 2019 meeting as he will not be here for the December meeting.  He wants to discuss the first responders to the City.  Chief Prock stated that the Fire Department needs more volunteers.
