The

      grant would be for $275,000.00, and the city's part would be $13,750.00.
      Eighteen homes would not qualify for some of the grant money, because of 

      the low to moderate income factor.  Mike suggested that the work to bring

      the lines around for those could be paid by the city and be bidded out for

      a cost of $3899.00, or the water-sewer guys could bring the lines around.

     Either way the city would be responsible to bring the lines on those around

     to the front, and then the grant money would kick in for the rest. If we get the
     the grant it would either be for the year 2016 or 2017.
