 The Mayor entertained a motion to approve all consent items:

             Bill Roberts made a motion to approve minutes of Regular CC Meeting    of January 20, 2015.;  EDC Minutes/Treasury report of January 5,2015;
            Special Council Meeting, February 9, 2015, and bills for month of January 2015.  Lynn Wallace seconded. A vote was taken. All were in 
            favor. Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:
06.   Charles Edwards of Resource Management spoke to Council and called
        for a resolution authorizing the submission of an application to the Texas

      Department of Agriculture for a Texas Community Development Block Grant;
        and for them to consider for approval a citizens participation plan for the 

       TxCDBG. The grant money of $275,000.00 can only be used on low to 
       moderate income families, and there must be 51% eligible. The City's match     

       would be $13,750.00 along with an extra $4,158.00 to cover those homes not 

       eligible. James Lee asked about our chances of getting the grant. Charles 
      said we were somewhere in the middle, and we'd probably find out Sept of 

      this year.  He asked another question if he could assure it wouldn't be coming

     out of 2015 budget, and Charles answered that it would not for sure.

     James Lee made a motion to approve the resolution for the grant. Pam 

    seconded.  A vote was taken. All were in favor.  Motion carried.

07.  There was discussion on Chapter 18. Permits. 18-213. Fee Sheet. Other 
       Fees. to add  'Supply Electrical for Events at Park', a flat fee of $25.00. It
      was said that people were charging up their golf carts on the City's dime,

      and that it would be more feasible to turn the electric on only when there

      was an event at the park, and the people involved wanted to pay a flat fee

      for the use of the electric. Pam made the motion to approve.  Lynn Wallace

     seconded. A vote was taken. All were in favor.  Motion carried.

08.  There was discussion on an addendum to add to Chapter 70. Planning & 
       Zoning. Division 5. Nonconforming Uses and Structures. Sect 70-142 that

      would prohibit any camping in the city limits with the exception of designated

      areas for recreational camping in which areas contain approved sanitary

      facilities. Pam said it would be better to add 'no camping/structures/tents' 
     instead of just 'no camping', in order to be more specific. Johnnie talked about 

     the need for it because of people camping in the lake bed by the shoreline. 

     Pam found out that our ETJ (extra territorial jurisdiction) went out 1/2 mile,

    which includes water or land, and it could be enforced by police if they see 

    them. Signs would also be ordered and placed at appropriate places. James

    asked if people wanted to have camping at the park if they still could, and it 

    was said that port-a-potty's could be used in those cases. 

    Pam made a motion to approve the addendum with the additional words.  
    Bill Roberts seconded.  A vote was taken. All were in favor.  Motion carried.

09.   There was discussion on an addendum on Chapter 66. Utilities. Sect. 66-1 to 
        add (b) Applicant may not use a business name when applying for utilities in

        a residential area, it must be in applicant's name without exception.  The 
       City Secretary added that it was needed because the business could go  

       bankrupt and if they moved away, and if the bill was high, the deposit would 
       not cover it, and we would have no recourse. James made the motion to 
       approve the addendum as written.  Lynn seconded. A vote was taken. All were 

       in favor.  Motion carried.

10.   There was discussion on  changing the demolition fee of a home/dwelling   
        from $150.00 to $100.00 deposit and a $50.00 permit fee. After demolition 
        if everything was in order, the $100.00 deposit would be returned. James
       made the motion to approve the change.  Pam seconded.  A vote was taken.

       All were in favor.  Motion carried.

11.   There was discussion on police officer taking police car home if they live 

        in the city. James asked Rick about a policy to cover it. Rick said he would
        look for it, he thought he had one that addressed it. Pam made a motion to

        approve it.  Lynn seconded.  A vote was taken. All were in favor. Motion

        carried.

12.   There was a discussion on a resolution that would approve or deny the 

        taxation of Personal vehicles not used to produce income. Pam made a 
        motion to deny the taxation of personal vehicles not used to produce

        income.
