MINUTES
Mayor Johnnie LaPrade called the meeting to order at 7pm.  

City Secretary, Elinka Harper called roll.  All were present.

Mayor Johnnie LaPrade led the Pledges to the US & TX flags and gave the invocation.

The consent items were presented and reviewed.  Pam Patterson made the motion to accept and approve the items as presented.  Chris Roberts seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

Chris Burkett with Holiday Hills subdivision presented two checks to the Police Department for Police protection that was raised by donations.  Mr. Burkett also presented an invitation to the Mayor and all Council Members to join them at the West Tawakoni & C.T.-n-A Fireworks festival on July 3rd, 2017 and presented them with wrist bands to enjoy the festivities in the VIP seating section.  

A motion was made to deny the taxation of Personal vehicles not used to produce income by Pam Patterson.  David Evans seconded.  Gary Reeves abstained.  All other Council Members voted to deny.  Motion passed to deny.

Ben Hart gave the Water department report.

Chief Rick South gave the Police department report.


Kevin Wilbanks gave the Fire department report.

No report was given for Economic Development Corp.

H.L. Thomas gave the Parks department report.  He stated he had replaced some boards that had been vandalized on the boat dock.  Mr. Thomas also gave his resignation from the Parks Board effective immediately.

James Lee stated there was no report for Planning and Zoning.

Lauren with the Rains County Leader addressed the Council in regards to Founders Day on May 6th, 2017.  The City of Emory and Emory EDC did not provide funds this year for the celebration and were concentrating on the concert.  They are making pleas to business and other Cities for funds to help with funding. There are separate committees for Founders Day and the concert.  They are trying to encourage the City of East Tawakoni and Point to help support Founders Day and ask for volunteers.  The Emory VFD is doing dinner at their fire station and want to get East Tawakoni and Point to help put it together next year.  There will be no parade and the Lions Club is still having their breakfast.

Two citizens signed up to discuss the loose dog issue.  Mayor LaPrade stated at this time we have no animal control but we have been working on a solution.  H.L. Thomas stated we do have a dog problem.  Dogs are chasing him on his golf cart and trying to get his little dog.  Mayor LaPrade stated that we have been unable to find a place to take dogs in the area.  It was stated that the Police department has to see the dogs at large and know who it belongs to so that they can issue a citation.  If they were to have video proof from their phone as an example, Chief South could take that to the judge, but they have to know who the dog belongs to.  The City is working to find a solution to this problem.
Mayor LaPrade announced a representative from John Ratcliff’s office had called and wanted to visit with her on Friday, April 21st.  

Mayor LaPrade stated that the City will be strictly enforcing the juvenile curfew.

Our City Auditor has been at the office completing our audit for 2016.  

Early voting starts next Monday, April 24th and the General election will be held on Saturday, May 6th.

Mayor LaPrade received an update from Hayter Engineering on the Storm Shelter project.  The site survey is complete and the designs are under way.  The next site visit will be the first half of May.  The design should be complete by June and invitations to bid for construction will be published.  The City had to have a new survey completed for the City property for access issues.  

A student, Kendall, attending college asked questions of the Council for a government assignment he needed to complete.
Chris Roberts made the motion to adjourn.  Pam Patterson seconded the motion.  Meeting adjourned at 8pm.
