MINUTES
Mayor Johnnie LaPrade called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

City Secretary called the Roll.  All were present with the exception of James Lee.

Mayor LaPrade canvassed the results of the election of May 6th, 2017 and the resolution canvassing the results was read.  Johnnie LaPrade was elected Mayor.  D.W. (David) Rose was elected to Council Member Place 1.  Gary Reeves was elected to Council Member Place 2.  Chris Roberts was elected to Council Member Place 3.  Pam Patterson was elected to Council Member Place 4.  Lynn Wallace was elected to Council Member Place 5.  David Evans made a motion to approve.  Chris Roberts seconded.  All present were in favor.  Motion carried.

The consent items were presented and reviewed.  Pam Patterson made the motion to accept and approve the items presented.  Gary Reeves seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

Judge Joe Craig gave the Oath of Office to the Mayor and Council Members.  Mayor LaPrade took the opportunity to thank David Evans for his time served on the Council.  The new Council Members then took their place at the Council table.

Gary Reeves made a motion to nominate Pam Patterson as Mayor Pro Tem.  Chris Roberts seconded.  Pam Patterson abstained from the vote.  All others were in favor.  Motion carried.

Mayor LaPrade appointed and gave oaths to the Tourism Board.

Mayor LaPrade appointed and gave oaths to the Board of Adjustments.
Mayor LaPrade appointed and gave oaths to the Planning & Zoning board.  

Charles Edwards with Resource Management presented a resolution regarding civil rights for the TxCDBG program grant which includes the rules and regulations as well as contains citizen grievance procedures. Kevin Willbanks gave the fire department report.  The Mayor verified that Joe Bill has stepped down from his duties and Kevin Willbanks is now the fire department chief.

Paul Lauder stated that EDC did not have a meeting this past month due to conflicts with the election being conducted at City Hall.  He stated their next meeting will be June 5th.
Planning & Zoning had no meeting for the month of April and nothing to report.  Mayor LaPrade read James Lee’s resignation letter from the Planning and Zoning Board.

Mayor LaPrade announced June 6th the City will be 50 years old.  She stated that the celebration would be held at a later time due to Williams Brothers still occupying the City property as this is the only place large enough to hold the celebration.  

David Evans said he had talked to some of the workers of the bridge and that they thought they should be opening the east bound lanes of the bridge on Tuesday, weather permitting.
