The minutes of Regular City Council Meeting of May 20, 2014 
             and the     bills for month of May, 2014 were discussed.  There was a      
 question on the high amount spent on the 'Auto/Maintenance Budget'.  Jeannie explained that a lot of it was when there was the accident with one of the police cars, the expense was put on this code, and the income from the insurance money was put in 'Miscellaneous Revenue'. Jeannie told them she would recode the expense money for that to show in another code.  
Pam Patterson made the motion to approve the minutes and the bills for the month.  H.L. Thomas seconded.  All were in favor. Motion carried.

Johnnie entertained a motion to approve the Resolution and Water and          
 
Conservation /Drought Contingency Plan. James Lee complained that 
            there was no plan to read, so how could they approve the resolution. 
            Johnnie gave him a copy to read, and he had a problem with the wording 

           of the goal to reach on water loss.  It stated the loss of water in 2010 

           exceeded the goal of 15%.  It went on to say the City's five year goal was       
           to reduce the percent of water loss to 25%, and the City's ten year goal was    

           to reduce it to 15%. 

           He said we needed to reword the goal to cause it to make more sense.  

           He made a motion to table the motion in order to reword for the next  
           meeting.  Pam seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
07.
There was discussion to amend the Ordinance & Permit Fees to Article 18 
             Building & Construction Sect. 2-13. It all started when a house was  
 moved was moved in and there was a question on whether he'd paid for a 
 sewer tap years ago for the property.  In researching it, he had, but the cost had been a lot cheaper than today's fees. Since it was not addressed in

the ordinance, they had a workshop and reworked the fee sheet for the ordinance. They decided there was nothing they could do about the old sewer tap fee, since there was nothing in writing on time constraints.
After more discussion, James Lee made the motion to amend the new proposed fees and changes, with one change, that would charge $.30 per square foot on the Building permit on all homes moved into the City. They also discussed putting a six month limit to the permit, and if they still weren't through with it then, they could come back, show the work already done, and get an extension.

Pam seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
The Council discussed a new form to be completed when anyone had a yard sale.  It would include the 'rules to follow' at the bottom of the form, that would say to display the form at the site of the sale; signs must be removed within 24 hours after sale, or a $25.00 citation could be issued; signs could not be placed on utility, traffic or City poles; only three sales a year are allowed and the City ordinance number.
It was also decided to amend the ordinance to reflect it to read that a citation could be issued if a person didn't come and get the permit from the City; and that all material had to be put away after the sale and not left in the yard or on the lot. Pam made the motion.  Lynn seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
08.      Johnnie entertained a motion to adopt a Resolution to update the authorized  

           signatures to sign legal and financial documents.  James made the motion.   

           Gary seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  
09.      Johnnie said she put Wells Nelson on the agenda because she thought they  
           might be at the meeting.  She said everything was moving along, and that

           they had told us to go ahead and make the July payment on the bond that 

           was due, and that they'd have everything set up before the August payment

           was due on the other bond. She told Gary she would need a letter from the 

           EDC on their agreement to help with the payments.
