MINUTES
Mayor Johnnie LaPrade called the meeting to order at 7:05pm.

City Secretary called the Roll.  All were present with the exception of David Rose.

Mayor LaPrade led the pledges.  Gary Reeves gave the invocation.

The consent items were presented and reviewed.  Pam Patterson made the motion to accept and approve the items presented.   Lynn Wallace seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

Valerie Cleveland with Cleveland & Petty Company was unable to attend the City Council meeting due to a personal emergency.  She contacted Mayor LaPrade to explain.  Mayor LaPrade asked Ms. Cleveland at that time if she could give her some insight into the audit at that time.  She asked her if the City had received a positive audit to which she responded that the City had.  Mayor LaPrade then asked if it was better or worse than the previous year and she stated it was a better report than the prior year.  Ms. Cleveland will deliver copies of the Audit to City Hall on Thursday, June 22nd, and will present the Audit findings to the City Council at the July 20th, 2017 City Council Meeting.

Mayor LaPrade stated that the City would need to take over the website from EDC due to Paul Lauder who updates the Website for the City at present time wanting to step away from these duties.  Tim White with Compumin submitted a quote for maintaining and updating the website to the City and EDC.  Mr. White attended an EDC meeting and had discussions to explain the role he would complete for a cost of $75 per month.  Paul Lauder attended the Council meeting and stated that he felt Mr. White would be a good choice for the maintenance and updating.  Pam Patterson made the motion to made the motion to approve Tim White with Compumin to handle the maintenance and updating to the website.  Chris Roberts seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
Mayor LaPrade started the discussion in regards to the City Police Departments holiday schedule.  The holiday schedule was put in place over 13 years ago and allows the Police Department to have 3 holidays per year. All Cities in our area provide holiday schedules that are the same as other staff holidays.  Chief Rick South stated that we would still have coverage on those days and Mayor LaPrade stated the officers would receive comp time for those holiday days they are scheduled to work.  Pam Patterson made the motion to approve with this going into effect as of July 1st, 2017.  Gary Reeves seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

Cloyce Clark attended the City Council meeting in regards to utilizing PayStar so the water customers and people with court fines would be able to process payments via credit and/or debit cards with a link posted on our website.  This would be at a 100% no cost to the City.  PayStar would charge the customers a convenience fee for using this service.  They are PC1 compliant so that they are a secure payment processing center.  Payments for these services using credit and/or debit cards would only be allowed online and we will not take credit or debit card payments in the office.  The service can be put in place within one to two weeks.  Pam Patterson made the motion to approve the motion.  Chris Roberts seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
Ben Hart gave the water report.  

Chief Rick South gave the Police report.

No attendance from Fire Department for Fire report.

Paul Lauder said no update for EDC report.

No attendance from Planning and Zoning Committee.

Chief South was asked for the policy on fireworks.  He stated they ask citizens to go to the lake side area when shooting them.  All citizens are asked to shut down shooting them at 10pm.  Rabb Estates is trying to put something together for their subdivision for a 4th of July celebration.  Chief South stated if you have issues with fireworks to call the Rains County Sheriff’s department and they will dispatch an officer.  Chief South stated that he as well as other officers will be on duty to monitor and show a presence during the holiday.
Council was asked for recommendations for internet service.  Pam Patterson stated that she has just signed up with Sky Wave and seemed to be having no problems with streaming videos.  She stated that you would need to call and leave a message and he will call you back as soon as he can get to you.  He is very busy at this point in time and is trying to find a solution for the City.  The biggest problem they have is due to all the large trees in the area to be able to get a place for a clear signal.
Lynn Wallace made the motion to adjourn.  Pam Patterson seconded.  Meeting adjourned at 7:55pm.
