MINUTES
 Mayor Johnnie LaPrade called the meeting to order at 7:02pm.



            The City Secretary called the roll and all were present except James Lee.
            The Mayor led the Pledge to US & TX flags.  




The Mayor gave the Invocation.
The Consent Items were considered to be self-explanatory and after the Mayor 

asked several questions about Water Sewer expenses Pam Patterson made 
the motion to approve minutes of Regular CC Meeting of April 19, 2016; the 

Emergency Minutes of May 4, 2016; Emergency Meeting of May 13, 2016; 
Approve the cancellation of May 24, 2016 Meeting; and approve bills for

April and May 2016.
OLD BUSINESS: 
The Council discussed the painting of the exterior of City Hall and the Police 

Dept.  There was discussion with the Mayor noting that the judge had donated

His judge’s allowance for the year to City Hall where the money would come 
from, for the project, and that  most painting companies in the smaller towns are 
            not bonded.  David questioned whether paint would adhere to the metal well. He 
            made a motion to table the project again until he could get more information.  

            Chris seconded.  A vote was taken. All were in favor. Motion carried.

            The Council discussed changing the police department getting their fuel from 

            Duko to Fuelman.  After hearing from Rick that Duko doesn’t have ethanol in

            their gas, and he would rather not have his officers have to go to Point to fill

             up, that he would rather stay with Duko. Pam Patterson made a motion to leave

              it as is.  David Evans seconded. A vote was taken. All were in favor. Motion

             carried. 

New Business:

Valerie Cleveland, auditor for the City gave her auditors report, and gave the City a clean unqualified report, she says that’s what every City wants, because it means she didn’t have to modify, nor did she find anything needing to be reported.  She thanked the Council for hiring her and the staff for being a great help in getting the needed items together. Pam made a motion to approve the 2016 audit as given and Chris Roberts seconded.  A vote was taken. All were in favor. Motion carried.
Charles Edwards, of Resource Management presented an opportunity for the City to apply for a grant from Texas Department of Agriculture (TDA).  It would be for $275,000.00 with a match for the City of $13,750.00.  The deadline would be February 2017, and it’s for the years 2017-2018.  There are eight or nine available for this year, and the City would have a good chance. Of those being served there would have to be 51% of low to moderate income.
Mike Donnan, of Hayter Engineering, presented an opportunity for the City to apply for a grant from Texas Community Development Block Grant (TxCDBG)
 Community Enhancement (CE).  It could be for a multipurpose Community Center that would be for $500,000.00 with a 5% match from the City.

The Council will keep these in mind and the two of them will be back at the July meeting.

The Council had discussion about an addendum to the City Manual that would allow employees to take vehicles home with permission from the department head on rare occasions. David Evans was opposed to changing the policy and remarked that ‘rare’ wasn’t defined well enough anyway.  Gary said he felt we ought to take off the last three words ‘on rare occasions’, and leave it to the department heads. Chief Rick South explained why Colt was taking the vehicles home sometimes with his approval.  David felt like it was done too many times, and he didn’t even live in the county.  There was more heated discussion. Chris Roberts made a motion to accept the wording to the new addendum.  Pam Patterson seconded.  A vote was taken. Three for, one against. Motion carried.
There was discussion to approve the new garbage rate increase of ten cents to start August 1, 2016, from Republic Services, or let the City absorb it.  David Evans was opposed to it.  Pam Patterson made a motion to approve the new rate.  Gary Reeves seconded.  A vote was taken.  Three for, one against.  Motion carried.

There was discussion on approving and signing off on the new Inter Local Governmental Services Agreement between the County of Rains and the City.  Pam Patterson made a motion to approve.  David Evans seconded.  A vote was taken.  All were in favor. Motion carried.

There was discussion on approving application for an ETCOG grant for 2017 for a Regional Solid Waste Grant Program.  Pam Patterson made a motion to approve.  Chris Roberts seconded.  A vote was taken. All were in favor. Motion carried.

Fireworks was discussed for July 4th holiday coming up.  Mayor said she didn’t have a problem with them popping them along the shoreline over the water at North Park, behind City Hall.  Chief South said he would have officers policing it to make sure there were no problems, and that they cleaned up before leaving. No fireworks are allowed at Patterson Park.  It was discussed to put it on Facebook, the Website, and of course the newspaper would be reporting it.

Ben Hart gave his report for the Water/Sewer Dept for the months of April and May.(see attached.)
Chief South gave his report for the Police Dept. for April and May.(see attached) 

Joe Bill was not present so Pam Patterson gave the Fire Dept. reports for April and May. (See attached.)
Gary Reeves gave the EDC report, thanking Julie for the work and turnout at Z’s Grand Opening on Saturday, June 18.

H.L. Thomas gave the Parks report, noting that some patch work had been done after the work, but more work was needed.
