The City Council of the East Tawakoni reserves the right to adjourn into Executive Session at any time to discuss any of the matters listed below, as authorized by Texas Government Code Sections 551.071 (Consultation with Attorney), 551.072 (Deliberations Regarding Real Property), 551.073 (Deliberations Regarding Prospective Gifts), 551.074(Personnel Matters), 551.076 (Deliberations Regarding Security Devices) and 551.087 (Economic Development). 
MINUTES
Pam Patterson, Mayor Pro-Tem called the City Council Meeting to order at 7pm.

City Secretary, Elinka Harper called roll.  All were present with the exception of Mayor Johnnie LaPrade.

Pam Patterson led the pledges to the US and TX flags.

Gary Reeves led the invocation.  

OLD BUSINESS:
The consent items were considered to be self-explanatory and enacted with one Motion.  Chris Roberts made the motion to approve the items as presented.  Lynn Wallace seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

Pam Patterson stated that she had been working with Chief Prock and getting an accurate definition for a garage.  Pam stated that in the definitions Zoning Ordinance Chapter 70 Section 70-261 there are two separate definitions used that include garage,  Private Garage and Parking Garage.  Councilman Patterson suggested removing the definitions for Private Garage and Parking Garage and inputting a new definition of a garage that would cover both of these definitions.  Chris Roberts made a motion to adopt the definition of a garage to be the following: “Garage is a structure that is used for storage and/or a motorized vehicle to keep the elements of precipitation off the vehicle and is equipped with three or more enclosed sides.  That must have retractable locking doors to safe keep the vehicle from theft and meets state building codes.  The vehicle must be able to come and go without obstacles,” and to remove the definitions for Private Garage and Parking Garage from the Zoning Ordinance definitions.  Lynn Wallace seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

Pam Patterson stated she had met with office staff in regards to the placement of the garage to be less than the building line of a main building.  The issue that has arisen with this wording is clarification of building lines.  There are different opinions on where a building line is and the office staff needs clarification when a citizen comes into the office to get a permit.  David Rose stated we do need clarification of building lines.  HL Thomas asked to speak and stated when he was on the Planning and Zoning Board he thought that the building line issue had come up and he would see if he could find a copy of the amendment and bring to City Hall.  Pam Patterson suggested we may have a workshop to review and discuss.   Chris Roberts made a motion to table this item and conduct a workshop for the Council to meet, review, and discuss building line clarifications.  Gary Reeves seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Valerie Cleveland with Cleveland & Petty Company had a family emergency and was unable to attend the Council Meeting to give her report.  Pam Patterson made a motion to table the report.  Chris Roberts seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
Council reviewed the Rains County Appraisal District 2019 Proposed Budget as presented.  David Rose made the motion to accept the Rains County Appraisal District 2019 Budget as presented.  Chris Roberts seconded.  Gary Reeves abstained from voting.  All other members were in favor.  Motion carried.

Carol Solomon addressed the Council on converting Fullington Drive from a private road to a city maintained road.  Ms. Solomon stated that there is a 30 foot easement for owners to get access to their properties.  After discussion, there were items that the Council did not know in converting a private road to a city maintained road.  Gary Reeves stated that it was not in our City budget this year for that and would need to be addressed during Budget workshops.  Pam Patterson stated it would be something we would need to discuss with the City Attorney.  Lynn Wallace made the motion to table the item.  Chris Roberts seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  

Lisa Goodbrake addressed the Council on an extension on the building permit for the home located at 185 Seminole in Indian Hills Subdivision.  Ms. Goodbrake stated that the home is completely finished except for the kitchen area.  Health reasons is the cause for the home not being completed.  She stated they should be able to complete the home by September 30, 2018.  Lynn Wallace made the motion to allow the extension of the permit until September 30, 2018.  David Rose seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
Vicky Marshall addressed the Council in regards to property on Center Rd and water.  Mrs. Marshall asked the Council what plans the City had for installing water lines in the Tawakoni Marina Estates subdivision.  Mrs. Marshall was informed that the Public Utility Commission (PUC) was contacted in regards to the area being under the City of East Tawakoni CCN.  The City Secretary was sent an email with information as to the rules for providing water to subdivisions within the City CCN that was presented to the Council and read in the City Council meeting.  Lynn Wallace made a motion that the City of East Tawakoni would be responsible for the basic requirements as set out in the Public Utility Commission rules for the first 200 feet with a 6 inch line from the City main and the property owners would be responsible to bring their water and sewer lines to the City main for Water and Sewer service.  David Rose seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
Mark Wilkinson gave the Water Department reports for May and June.

Chief Steven Prock gave the Police Department reports for May and June.

No report was given for the Fire Department.
Julie Evans stated there was no Economic Development Corp meeting.

Robin McPeters stated there was no Planning and Zoning meeting.

Robin McPeters gave the report for the Spirit of East Tawakoni.  The Spirit of East Tawakoni gave a $250 donation to the City for landscaping at the Civic Center.  They also gave a donation of $100 to H.L. Thomas for purchasing new bookshelves for the City Library.  Mrs. McPeters said that the Spirit of East Tawakoni is helping with the volunteers for the Library and that Joyce Thomas has been taking charge of the scheduling and organization of the Library.

H.L. Thomas signed up to speak during Open Forum.  Mr. Thomas said he had two issues he would like for the City to check into.  First, there is a fence being installed at Wright Way and Braziel Bay.  He stated that the materials being used were not in compliance with City codes.  Pam Patterson stated that the City was already aware of the issues with the fence and our Code Enforcement officer was contacting the permit holder. He also wanted to address that the Water Department has been doing an excellent job in taking care of mowing and taking care of the City.  His concern was that there had been some poison ivy that was burned in one of the piles of brush behind City Hall.  He asked that instead of burning the brush there to haul it away to be disposed of.
Lynn Wallace made the motion to adjourn.  Chris Roberts seconded.  All were in favor.  Meeting adjourned at 8:42pm.
