08.      There was discussion to amend the ordinance on Utilities, 
                        Chapter 66, Art. 4, Sect. 166-155 to show (a) rates on utility bill not paid 
            by the 15th of the month would be charged $20.00 for any bills over $5.00

            and (b) Any damages incurred from the water meter to house is the sole

            responsibility of the property owner/occupant.

           H.L. Thomas made the motion to approve.  Lynn Wallace seconded. All

           were in favor. Motion carried.

09.      There was discussion on amending the ordinance on Environment, Chapter
            30, Art. 4., Sect. 1 to show when homes sustain damage from deterioration

            or an act of God, the homeowner/occupant must make needed repairs 

            within three (3) months of incident, and may during that time, board up

            windows, put tarps on roof, etc., to keep from sustaining further damage.

            A penalty of up to $500.00 may be issued if repairs aren't made in the

            required time frame.
           It was discussed that insurance not paying off quickly might cause a

           problem with the time frame.  Also, if a fire damaged a home, there might

           be mitigating circumstances, that the homeowner/occupant might have to

           come and get a variance from the council.

          James Lee made a motion to table it until the next meeting so we could

          add more clarity to the intent of the amendment. Gary seconded.  All were

          in favor.  Motion carried.

10.     There was discussion on amending the garbage rates $.10, since according

          to the contract, Duncan Disposal will be going up again in August.

          James Lee asked if they had spoken to us about it, and the Mayor told him

          it was covered in our contract with them.
