MINUTES
Mayor Johnnie LaPrade called the meeting to order at 7:02pm.

City Secretary, Elinka Harper, called roll.  All were present.

Mayor LaPrade let the pledges to the US and TX flags.

Gary Reeves led the invocation.

OLD BUSINESS:   

The consent items were considered to be self-explanatory and enacted with one Motion.  Pam Patterson made the motion to approve the items as presented.  Lynn Wallace seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

Pam Patterson stated that during the workshop on July 24th, 2018 discussion was held concerning the placement of a garage to be less than the building line of a main building.  Pam Patterson made a motion to leave the Ordinance as is with no changes.  David Rose seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

Pam Patterson stated that during the workshop on July 24th, 2018 discussion was held concerning the request from Carol Solomon to convert Fullington Drive from a private road to a city maintained road.  Pam Patterson made a motion to leave Fullington Drive as a private road.  Lynn Wallace seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:
Cynthia Jill Williams presented a letter to the City Secretary requesting a three month extension for her building permit for the home located at 111 Calhoun Cove.  Pam Patterson made a motion to extend the permit to December 6, 2018.  Chris Roberts seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion passed.

Jeff Swaggerty, Reserve Police and Code Enforcement Officer addressed the Council on the adoption of the 2012 International Property Maintenance Code to give him more authority for handling code enforcement within the City.  David Rose made a motion to adopt the 2012 International Property Maintenance Code in its entirety.  Gary Reeves seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

City Secretary gave the Oath of Office to Officer Charlie Hughes and Officer John Alderson for their ratification.
Mark Wilkinson gave the Water Report for July 2018

Chief Steven Prock gave the Police Report for July 2018

David Rose stated there were no fires reported in the City of East Tawakoni.

Bill Roberts stated they have had scheduling issues and have had no quorum for their EDC meetings the last couple of months.  They are in desperate need of new members on the EDC board.  He asked if there is a possibility that the EDC and Tourism Boards could be merged.  He also asked that we place something on the Water Bills that we are looking for new members for the EDC board.  

Robin McPeters stated that Planning and Zoning has not had a meeting since Armando Gonzales resigned.  Terri Rose stated she would be interested in joining the Planning and Zoning Board.  City Secretary Elinka Harper, will give Terri Rose the Oath of Office to be on the P & Z Board after the City Council meeting.  

Robin McPeters gave updates for the Spirit of East Tawakoni.  She stated that Joyce Thomas has done an excellent job getting the library set up and organized.  Joyce Thomas stated the library had 64 visitors in the month of July and there were 28 books checked out and 35 books checked in. Robin McPeters stated that the Spirit would be having a meeting the first part of September and they are always looking for new members.    

There were no requests for Open Forum comments.

Mayor LaPrade stated that the City has the best Office staff, Water/Sewer department, and Police department of any City in this area.  Pam Patterson also stated that they appreciate all the hard work of all City employees.  

Mayor LaPrade stated that the last few months she has been dealing with some health issues and would like to request a leave of absence from the Council effective immediately to deal with those issues.  Pam Patterson as the Mayor Pro-Tem would step up and handle those responsibilities in her absence.
