Pam Patterson discussed that the Water/Sewer department is down to one truck.  The two small trucks the department had have gone down.  They have had those two trucks for at least ten years.  The Council was given three bids to choose from for basically the same truck.  The two lowest bids were from Henry Lewis Chevrolet in Canton and Britain Chevrolet in Greenville. Henry Lewis Chevrolet submitted a bid for $24,995.00 and Britain submitted a bid for $24,807.00.  The City has funds in the Water/Sewer budget this year place a down payment of $5000.00 out of the Water/Sewer budget.  There are two options to go with a 3 year note with a 4.25% interest and semiannual payments or a 2 year note with a 4.00% interest with semiannual payments.  In approving the budget for 2019, the City has already put aside the money to make the payments for the next year.  The City purchased their last truck for the Water/Sewer department from Henry Lewis Chevrolet.  
Motion made if Henry Lewis Chevrolet will match the purchase price from Britain Chevrolet purchase the vehicle from them, if not, go with the bid from Britain Chevrolet.  Finance the truck through Commercial Bank of Texas with $5000.00 down payment from the Water/Sewer budget for the 2 year term with semiannual payments and an interest rate of 4.00%.

Robin McPeters presented the report for Spirit of East Tawakoni.  They will be hosting a Meet and Greet Open House from 4pm to 6pm on October 16th at the Library/Shelter.  They are looking for donations of prepared snacks, punch, water, etc.  The Spirit will be hosting a Halloween Hayride from 5pm to 8pm on October 31st.  They are needing volunteers and donations of candy, hotdogs, buns, chips, ketchup, mustand, sodas, water, and hot chocolate.  The Spirit will be having a Bake Sale on November 20th and she will send an update with location and time.  They will also be asking for donations for baked goods.  The Spirit is planning the Christmas Parade for 10am on December 1st and a Christmas party at the Library/Shelter on December 15th at 6pm.  They are also discussing having a Thanksgiving Dinner for residents but have no details at this time.  Robin stated that Pete Coleman has joined the Spirit Group and is with the Texas Baptist Mens Group and would like to assist citizens to take care of code enforcements issues or other needs they may have.  This would be on a case by case basis and depending on the needs.  He has a group of approximately 8 or 9 people to help and volunteer.
Gary Reeves made the announcement that anyone that would be willing and able to sign up and volunteer for the various committees that we have in the City to please do so.  They can contact City Hall for more information.
