Pam Patterson made a motion to approve the consent items and Chris Roberts seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
Discussed and reviewed resolution authorizing the submission of an Application 
to the Texas Department of Agriculture for the 2017/18 TXCDBG program.  

Charles Edwards with Resource Management & Consulting Co explained that the 
resolution is for the water tower rehab project and after speaking with Ben Hart

felt there should be the funds left with the grant should we receive it to complete

           water line improvements still needed.  Mr. Edwards also stated he would like to    

           amend the Resolution provided to notate that the City would be committing to 5% 

           match to the amount awarded in #6 of the resolution that was originally provided. 
           Pam Patterson made the motion to approve.  Gary Reeves seconded.  All were in 

          favor.  Motion carried.

          Discussed and reviewed resolution authorizing to enter into an agreement with
          Government Capital Corporation for the purpose of financing police vehicles.  

         James Lee expressed concern that the resolution stated it was a Lease Purchase.  
         He asked that the City Secretary clarify that there would be 5 annual payments and 

         no large payment at the end of the 5th payment which would be due and payable.  If

         the contract is actually for the 5 payments with no other payments for the vehicles

        due after verification by the City Secretary.  Pam Patterson made the motion to 

        approve with this stipulation.  Gary Reeves seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion 

        carried.

Mayor Johnnie LaPrade gave the water report due to the Water Department 

working on a water repair all day and into the night on Monday.  She stated 

that the Water Department had worked non-stop through the incredibly cold

weather and did an excellent job.  (see attached)

Rick South gave the police report.  (see attached)

There was no representative from the Fire Department present.

Chuck McDermott stated there was nothing to report for Economic Development.

There was no representative from the Parks Department present.

James Lee stated there was nothing to report for Planning and Zoning.

Pam Patterson stated that our Water Department did a great job repairing the

Fire Hydrant and she knew they were cold.  If you see them please tell them thank

you that they worked really hard to bring it back up.  Mayor LaPrade stated she 
instructed Ben to go to get the outerwear they would need to be able to work in 

the weather due to the forecast stating we are going to have a very hard winter.
