MINUTES
      
Mayor Johnnie LaPrade called the meeting to order at 5:30pm.

Mayor Johnnie LaPrade called the roll.  Council Members James Lee, Gary Reeves, and David Evans were present.  Chris Roberts and Pam Patterson were absent.  Planning and Zoning Committee Members Sue Florey, James Lee, Donna Reeves, and Robin McPeters were present. Armando Gonzales was absent.
Johnnie stated that this meeting was to discuss Vacation/Weekend/Short Term Rentals. She stated that anyone that had one of these homes would have to obtain a Specific Use Permit.  She then turned the meeting over to James Lee.

James Lee stated that anyone with one of the short term rental homes would have to have a Specific Use Permit. All rules would have to be followed that we put in place.  There would be a permit fee of $250 per year.  All permits would expire the last day of each year and if you applied for and received the permit after the first of the year, the amount would be prorated from the time applied until the end of the year.  He stated that you would need to have an inspection every year.  Johnnie stated that she had hired a building inspector and the inspection fee would be $50 and the homeowner would be responsible for that fee.  James read the requirements for the Specific Use Permits and what the homeowner would need to provide to the City upon requesting the permit.  He also gave the information for Restrictions the homeowner would have to follow.  He then read the general requirements for the short term rentals that all renters and homeowners would be responsible for following and that these would need to be posted inside the home in a conspicuous and common area of the home as well as providing a copy of the information packet to the renter.  James also stated that we would need to add to the guidelines that the renter would need
James also stated he was not sure if we could require that the home be brought up to include being ADA compliant.  Gary stated that he thought that the law was if there were upgrades or any renovations to the home it was at that time the homes would be required to be brought up to ADA compliance.  
Citizens from Little Oaks, Whispering Oaks, and Rabb Estates attended the workshop. Several citizens gave their opinions on the pros and cons of approving and having short term / vacation rentals in the City.  
Gary requested that the Council meet with the City Attorney to get more clarification from him regarding Specific Use Permits and short term/vacation rentals.  Johnnie said she would contact him to find out when we could set up a meeting with him.  

Johnnie thanked the Citizens for attending and providing their opinions to the Council and P & Z Committee.  

Meeting was adjourned at 6:30pm.
